Prior to
his conversion, Saul had been proud and self-confident; now he was
bowed down with sorrow and shame; he abhorred himself because of
the suffering he had brought upon the disciples of Jesus. In the light
of the revelation that had come to him, he began to see himself as the
chief of sinners. {RH, March 23, 1911 par.
